In this studio the most dominant phenomena of the periphery should be used experimentally to test a different kind 
of approach through so called ‘urban probes’. Positive readings of the characteristics of these phenomena should 
be intensified to specify suburban space and to overcome its negative image. As a technique to reframe and 
instrumentalize the existing phenomena, each team will choose the approach or working method of an artist. With 
the adaptation of the conventional reading, new methods and approaches should be opened up. The derived 

strategies should be applied both at the urban and architectural scales.
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sense there is public space in the periphery, but in a total different form than what we know from the traditional 
city. The greatest potential for this space is the possibility of densifi cation - allowing for the limitation of its further 
expansion - and in its undefi ned character that allows the possibility for temporary or permanent occupation. In the 

fi rst part of the semester this in-between space should be the starting point of the development.
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The in-between space in the agglomeration is characterised by its arbitrariness. Its absent program makes it almost 
insignifi cant. The widespread desire for one family houses led to an endless repetition of single plots without any 
obvious public space – this is one of the main reasons for the negative association attached to the periphery. In one

The ‘urban probes’ should generate a new order for the periphery and new types on the architectural level. 
Both – the commonly developed masterplan and the derived projects – will attempt to prove the relevance of this 

approach.
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
